Dominos

How to use this template:

· Begin entering your matches in the first block after START.

· Put one part of the match in one block and the move from LEFT to RIGHT entering the other part of the match. (See sample at end of document)
· Continue working left to right entering new matches.

· You could enter simple math problems, words and definitions, people and description, places and location.

· You will need to cut apart the dominos so they don’t see the order of the matches.

· Place in a plastic baggy.

· Give pairs a baggy and have them work to connect all the dominos.
